presort. Separate microfiber 

products from other textiles. 

Only wash with like items. Do 

not wash with cotton mops. 

Microfibers are aggressive and 

will attract cotton and other 

synthetic fibers. Remove excess 

lint and loose debris prior to 

loading. 

load size. Do not overstuff/

load the machine whether 

the microfibers are loose or in 

a bag. Mechanical action is 

the principal cleaning agent. 

Suggestion: 3 or 4 microfiber 

pads (18”) per 1 lb wash 

capacity.

pre-soak. If waiting for 

enough soiled material to justify 

a load, presoak the microfibers 

in cleaning solution prior to 

laundering.

pre-rinse/soak. Wet mops 

might require several hot pre-

rinses/soaks to open fibers and 

loosen soil if quarternary-based 

floor cleaners are used.

 

bleaching. Use color-

safe bleach if needed. 

Do not use chlorine bleach - 

this will degrade the polyamide 

fibers and the Velcro. Avoid 

de-stainers. 

softeners. Do not use fabric 

softener. The fluorocarbons 

in fabric softener will coat 

microfibers, rendering them 

useless and oftentimes 

causing residue. To restore the 

microfiber, simply rewash prior 

to use without softener.

chemical amount. Quantity 

will vary with machine size 

and type. Confirm with your 

chemical vendor for correct 

quantity.

washing. Polyester 

microfibers release soil 

easily in hot water wash. Do 

not exceed maximum 160ºF 

water temperature for pads 

with a polyurethane (foam) 

middle layer (MicroMax).

Hot pre-rinse (x 1-3)

Detergent (x 1)

Warm post-rinse (x 2-3)

Sour (x1)

Extraction (x 1)

DO NOT use softener

drying. Avoid using 

heat - only extraction 

and tumble needed. If 

regulations require drying, do 

not use any heat. Air dry if 

possible or use low heat, no 

higher than 160°F. Industrial 

dryers are hard to control and 

the drum surface can reach 

300°F, which is too hot.

Wet mops: heat is not 

needed unless regulations 

require (MAX 160ºF)

Dry mops, pads, high dusters 

& cloths: drying is needed to 

generate static charge (MAX 

160ºF)

ironing. DO NOT use flat 

iron.
